Scheduling Demo’--PowerSchool 

· PS merged with Nordex that had a cross-platform program, based on

· FoxPro, integrating this engine into web-based PS. Based on C++

· Current interface—but new screens will be web screens

· Builds the master, doesn’t just help you build

· Put in course requests, relationships, combining courses, before-after, etc.

· Rank the courses, then the scheduler goes through one by one thru the courses

· While they build the master, can load the kids as you build the scheduler, but can also reload the students.

· Program looks at all the courses, starting with most difficult going down to least difficult, with all the possibilities

· Minimizes conflicts, balancing, flexibility for kids to be able to get into more than one section

· Picks the best combination and then goes on the next course

· Lots of different types of course meetings config’s: float courses, fully customized to meet different times on different days

· Integration Plan—walk-in scheduling should be integrated by April rated into PowerSchool

· Can copy schedule from one to another year and change the parameters for the next year

· Student file is the same in all years, not separate

· Can import 8th graders as pre-enrolled

· Students can enter course requests online in a lab, at home, or with counselor

· Can have alternates per course, and global alternates
